RADMA Application Form for Postgraduate Student Research Support
Scope: This award provides support for expenses directly related to:

A. Postgraduate project support in the field of R&D management: up to £500 is available for Masters and £1000 for PhD projects.  The award will cover costs related to specific research activities, for example data collection and analysis, training and associated travel and expenses; 
B. Conference funding in the field of R&D management:  up to £500 where the candidate is presenting a paper; £250 attendance only or presenting a poster.  The award will cover costs related to attending the conference, specifically conference fees, travel, subsistence and accommodation.

Eligibility: Candidates must be mid-study in a Masters or PhD course within the R&D management discipline at a UK university or business school.  This award does not cover bursary or university fees.  

While candidates can apply for project support and conference funding simultaneously, in the interests of fairness we will not normally award both simultaneously.
